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ABSTRACT
This study was undertaken in order to educate Immigration and Customs Enforcement Agents about how cross-cultural identity influence criminal sexual behavior among Chinese, Indian, and Mexican immigrants who violate state laws relating to sex crimes that resulted in them being deportable. This project utilized a cross-cultural perspective to explain how cross-cultural identity influence criminal sexual behavior among Chinese, Indian, and Mexican immigrants. Also, this project examined the result of immigrants violating state statutes relating to criminal sexual behavior, and the consequences of their immigration status in America. Chapters one through three examined background information regarding basic sexological premises, religious and ethical factors affecting sexuality, sexual knowledge and education, autoerotic behaviors and pattern, and unconventional sexual behavior of non-citizen immigrants from China, India, and Mexico. 

For the purpose of this study, criminal sexual offenses concentrated on the violation defined the Florida Criminal statute as well as the Pennsylvania Criminal. Sanctioned sexual behavior discussed include, but are not limited to lewd and lascivious acts, rape, indecent exposure, incest, statutory sexual assault, involuntary deviate sexual intercourse, sexual assault, institutional sexual assault, aggravated indecent assault, and related sexual offenses. This project compared criminal statutes that sanction sexual behavior for Florida and Pennsylvania in order to show the application of Immigration Law regarding non-citizen offenders, and why the United States Congress has taken a tougher stand for expelling non-citizen sex offenders.  In America, people in the community as well as the larger society, lobby state and local legislators to pass laws to discourage behaviors deemed inappropriate. 
The focus of this project presented cross sections of state laws relating to sex offenses, and the effects of Chinese, Indian, and Mexican immigrants violating the rules of behavior, resulting in them being labeled aggravated felons for Immigration purposes. For the most part, any immigrant who is not a citizen of the United States, and commit a crime that is considered a felony by state definition, at any time after admission is deportable. Pursuant to the provisions of the Immigration and Nationality Act, Chinese, Indian, and Mexican immigrants may be expelled from the United States for a multitude of violation. The provisions of Immigration and Nationality Act pertaining to deportability were discussed throughout this study. Additionally, this study discussed new legislation such as the Adam Walsh Child Protection and Safety Act of 2006 that resulted as the constituents wanted more security and government accountability for the safety of children from sexual predators. As a result of this undertaking, Agents within the Department of Homeland Security as well as Chinese, Indian, and Mexican immigrants will have a better understanding of the laws and rules pertaining to sex offenses.  
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
